Cllrs Churchill and Smith attended the planning meeting in Cromer on 26th March which was very useful and well attended by other local parish councils.

5. CORRESPONDENCE
RESOLVED: Clerk to respond positively to Tunstead Parish Council to work together with other local parishes to form a constructive parish cluster to provide an informal setting in which to discuss common issues where there may be some advantage in working together.

Bus Service timetable from 1st April published on website and to be displayed in both noticeboards and circulated where possible: Service 2 runs on Tuesdays to Wroxham and Service 4A to North Walsham on Thursdays.

6. PLANNING
a. Planning application PF/24/0345 for erection of detached domestic outbuilding (garage with gym and office on first floor and attached single storey lawn mower and garden room) at Holly Farm House, Low Street, Sloley, NR12 8HD. RESOLVED: Support subject to confirmation that the change of pitch of the outbuilding does not increase its height to over-dominate the host building, as well as concerns about the scale and mass of the outbuilding compared to the host building.
b. It was noted that the prior notification application HN/24/0391 for 5 Burley Road, Sloley, NR12 8HH has been refused by North Norfolk District Council.
c. Discussions regarding any applications received after publication of this agenda: none.

7. DEBFIBRILLATOR
Cllr Smith has submitted an application to the National Lottery Community Fund for £2,200 to purchase the defibrillator and which could take up to 16 weeks for consideration.
Cllr Sadler to check the lighting in the phone box in readiness.

8. SLOLEY CHARITIES
Stephanie Jones has expressed an interest to join as a Trustee and the is to Clerk to contact the other existing Trustee who has yet to express an interest to continue his involvement. RESOLVED: Cllrs Sadler and Rumsby to speak to the existing/previous Trustees to ascertain the assets of the Sloley Charities (registered charity number 210157) and how the income/funds are invested and spent so that Council representatives can gain a greater understanding of its aims and objectives to report back to full Council at the next meeting on 25th April 2025.

9. VILLAGE AND HIGHWAY ISSUES
Damage caused from effluent/waste tankers and tractors/trailers/farm machinery:

A resident has sent an email and several photographs to the Albert Bartlett factory at Westwick expressing concerns, having copied in the parish and district council. RESOLVED: Clerk to follow up the correspondence with Albert Bartlett to see if amicable progress can be made and whether planning permission for the site has any designated HGV/traffic routes to report back next meeting.
Informal traffic survey to ascertain whether there is seasonal use for specific purposes as large vehicles use the local roads for a various reasons by land owners and contractors.
Passing places: query whether they are fit for purpose in view of the size of the agricultural vehicles using them and the width of the roads.

10. FINANCIAL & ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
a. The Clerk reported that Unity had stated that once they receive a copy of the signed minutes from 29th February 2024 it would be able to update council’s bank account and allow the clerk access.
