1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE. None
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN RESPECT OF THE CURRENT AGENDA. None
3. TO CONFIRM THE MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD ON 22nd January 2021. Proposed by Cllr Rose and Agreed.
4. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS /POLICE REPORT. Cllr Dixon apologised for not attending the last meeting.  He went onto to update the meeting on the following matters:
· Deermead.  The external wall may not have been built on the owner’s land.  Members discussed this matter at length and it was agreed that the matter needs to be investigated.  The Clerk was asked to contact Highways accordingly.  To be discussed again at the May meeting.
· Flooding.  Cllr  Dixon confirmed that flooding is high on the County’s priority list.  A strategic Alliance has been formed and will be chaired by Lord Dannatt. Addition finance has been awarded to the flood team to allow for an increase in staff.

6. ANNUAL GOVERNANCE AND ACCOUNTABILITY RETURN (AGAR) TO CONFIRM THE COUNCIL MEETS THE CRITERIA TO SUBMIT AN EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE AND TO PROPOSE A RESOLUTION TO DECLARE THE PARISH COUNCIL EXEMPT FROM SUBMITTING A LIMITED ASSURANCE REVIEW.  On a proposal by Cllr Stringer (Chairman) members voted to confirm that Parish Council met the required criteria and would submit an exempt certificate.

i. The Village Sign- Due to the Lockdown the Blacksmith has not yet been able to visit the sign.  The Clerk will contact the Blacksmith before the next meeting
ii. The Dog Bin  - Cllr Stringer (Chairman) informed the meeting that the task is in hand and will be completed in due course. 
iii. The Noticeboards.  The Chairman has contacted the local craftsman but he is unable to help at this time.  Cllr Sowerby Wray suggested Brian Allen and this as agreed.  Cllr Sowerby Wray  will contact Mr Allen and email the members once she has spoken to him.
iv. The Phone Box.  The Clerk has received verbal confirmation that the Telephone kiosk is the property of the Parish Council.  The Clerk went on to inform the members that removal costs would be prohibitive.  It was agreed that the phone box would be added to the Asset Register and a some of £1500 would be accumulated in the reserves to cover future costs.  Cllr Rumbsy’s Husband has offered to paint the kiosk and this was agreed with grateful thanks from the members.  It was also agreed that the invoice would be paid by the Clerk between meetings if necessary.

9.   PLANNING:  Cllr Rose asked the Clerk to chase the response to the letter sent to the District Council regarding the Deermead Planning Decision. This was agreed by members.
