2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST IN RESPECT OF THE CURRENT AGENDA  None
3. TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING HELD ON THE 25thJune 2021.  Approved 
4. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION -- Open session for members of the Public to speak.  (10 Minutes).  None
5. POLICE REPORT – previously circulate, no comment received 	COUNTY/DISTRICT COUNCILLOR REPORT The County/District Councillor was not present.

6. HIGHWAYS.  Update:
The Clerk informed the meeting that she had received confirmation that the flooding works on Sloley Road have been completed.
Cllr Rose informed the meeting of the following matters:
Two potholes in Frankfort have been reported and the road has been marked by Highway
The bay signage on Sloley Road is broken and has been reported
The hedge planting in the passing bay (ENQ 900 1888375) is in the wrong place.   This matter has been going on for a very long and after discussion, the Members agreed to report this matter to NNDC planning enforcement.  The Clerk was asked to contact Enforcement, The Highways Department and Nigel Dixon.
The flooding at Frankfort – Cllr Rose has received an email from Cllr Dixon informing him that the Streetscene Inspector will be investigating.    The Chairman thanked Cllr Rose for his efforts in this respect and the Members agreed that  Highways problems were a ‘thankless task due to the very slow response times 

	
7. TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON ITEMS FROM PREVIOUS MINITES
a. The Village Sign repairs.  The Clerk informed the meeting that the Blacksmith has been promising to attend for two years but has not done so.  After discussion Cllr Stringer (Chairman) said he would investigate the possibility of carrying out an NDT inspection to determine the thickness of the metal and whether the metal at the base has corroded to.
b. The Queen’s Platinum Jubilee.  The Clerk informed the meeting that The Platinum Jubliee celebration is going to take place at the Church in Badersfield.  The Clerk will contact the Reverend to establish that Sloley can be invited and posters will be produced accordingly.
c. The Noticeboard repairs  The Clerk explained that she is having problems locating any atradesman in the area and asked if members would pick up a local advertising magazine during tris to either Stalham or North Walsham.
d. Defibrillator  - Costs.  The Clerk reported that defibrillator will cost between £800 to £3000.  The Pads and Batteries will need to be replaced every two to five years and the machine will need to be maintained at regular intervals.  After discussion the Clerk was asked to contact a company known to her to discuss and report back at the May meeting.

a. To receive a financial update from the Clerk.  The Clerk gave the meeting a financial update and the bank statements for March.  Approved.
b. To confirm Banking Arrangements for 2022-23.
