3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the last Parish Council Meeting held on 28th March 2024 were agreed and signed by the chair of the meeting as a true record.

4. PUBLIC FORUM
Cllr Mancini-Boyle gave an update on North Norfolk District Council matters: North Walsham Heritage Action Zone is completed and feedback and/or comments are requested via the NNDC website; £1m to be spent on a project to repair Rocket House in Cromer (RNLI Museum); landscaping and roads in Brooke Park in Hoveton now being finalised and another development being applied for on Tunstead Road, currently looking at drainage/sewerage/surface water issues. Police and Crime Commissioner elections to be held on Thursday 2nd May 2024.

A resident who rents land from the Poors Charity requested details of how trustees can be elected, whether there is a waiting list and whether the land is maintained. Suggestion made that resident attends next month’s Annual Parish Meeting when a report will hopefully be available.

5. PLANNING
a. Planning application PF/24/0669  Single storey rear extension to dwelling at 5 Burley Road, Sloley, Norwich, Norfolk, NR12 8HH: RESOLVED: Object on grounds that it appears overbearing and disproportionate.

b. Planning application PF/24/0723 Conversion of barn to 2no. dwellings (retrospective) at Harrow Barn, Sloley Road, Sloley, Norwich, Norfolk, NR12 8HA: RESOLVED: while disappointing that as the building has been built and now requires retrospective planning however the work has been carried out to a high standard and is an asset to the community making use of the existing barn buildings that would otherwise have been lost.
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c. North Norfolk District Council’s decision to approve PF/24/0345 Erection of detached domestic outbuilding (garage with gym and office on first floor and attached single storey lawn mower and garden room) at Holly Farm House, Low Street, Sloley, Norwich, Norfolk, NR12 8HD was noted.

d. North Norfolk District Council’s decision to approve PF/23/1939 Change of use of The Woodyard and Lake Island from wedding venue to use for weddings and other events/functions (maximum of two per week); formation of access road at The Woodyard, Worstead Park, Sloley Road, Worstead, North Walsham, Norfolk, NR28 9RS was noted.

e. No applications received after publication of this agenda to be considered at this meeting.

6. SLOLEY CHARITIES
Council RESOLVED to request that the trustees present a report for Annual Parish Meeting to contain details of the assets of the trusts, including the land and funds held in bank accounts, determination of rental costs, tenants and waiting lists. Also ask for volunteers to act as trustees so that the council then formally appoints the trustees during the Annual Parish Council Meeting to comply with the terms of the Trust Deed dated 22nd January 2020.

7. VILLAGE AND HIGHWAY ISSUES
Council RESOVLED that Cllr Smith to talk to Allan Stirling at Albert Barlett as concerns raised by two residents have been addressed (with the clerk copied into the responses) and further issues raised during the meeting. Cllr Smith also to speak to a local farmer regarding the farming/agricultural issues especially concerning clearing the mud/debris from the road.

8. FINANCIAL & ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
a. The first precept instalment of £2,011 received. Accounts to be presented next month along with the Annual Goverannce and Accountability Return for 2023/24. Problems still being encountered with Unity Bank which should be sorted out before the next Council meeting.

b. Council agreed to implement the publication scheme, biodiversity policy and employment policies and procedures.
