2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST AND DISPENSATIONS

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The minutes of the last Parish Council Meeting held on 18th January 2024 were accepted as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

4. PUBLIC FORUM
Report from District Councillor Dixon: Changes may be made to household, recycling and garden waste collection as the transfer station has moved from Aylsham to North Walsham; adjustments may be in place as of 8th April 2024. Knock on effect to Sloley unknown at the moment. Further information/notice of changes to be circulated by North Norfolk District Council in due course, perhaps as a leaflet drop.
Report from County Councillor Nigel Dixon: Highways problems due to the intensity of the rainfall and migration of soil and stones that accumulate in the run off. Perhaps liaison between Highways and farmers may help mitigate the situation. Recent query from a resident has been taken to Highways and the Highways Engineer by Cllr Dixon who will take the matter further. Council queried whether clearing the gullies/drains would help and whether the condition of the roads being used by farm machinery could be improved/limited to stop further damage. Local residents have been known to shovel the mud/debris to the side of the road to enable access through the village. AGREED: Council to consider having an informal chat with landowners if problems continue.

6. DEBFIBRILLATOR
Clerk has received costs and information from Community Heartbeat Trust for a suitable defibrillator to be installed in the phone box opposite the Methodist Church: Council RESOLVED to proceed in principle and to look into whether funding could be achieved through sponsorship/grants or taken from reserves.
ACTION: Cllr Churchill to bring a list of potential local farmers and businesses who could be approached to request financial support to the next council meeting together with a draft letter. 

7. SLOLEY CHARITIES
RESOLVED: Leigh Rumsby and Gillian Rumsby appointed as trustees to the Sloley Charities (registered charity number 210157) as requested, in accordance with the governing document.
ACTION: It was noted that there is outstanding reporting for the Charity Commission. Clerk to ask whether a representative could attend the next parish council meeting to provide further information so that Council is aware of the purpose of the charity, how the funds have arisen and are invested, as well as the way that residents apply for assistance.
